Texer Nel: Siberia Siberia is an extensive geographical region spanning much of
Eurasia and North Asia. The territory of Siberia extends eastwards from the Ural
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Mountains to the watershed between the Pacific and Arctic drainage basins. The
Yenisei River conditionally divides Siberia into two parts,

Western and Eastern. Siberia stretches southwards from the Arctic Ocean to the
hills of north-central Kazakhstan and to the national borders of Mongolia and
China. The population is approximately 36 million people. An average population
density of about 3 inhabitants per square kilometer makes Siberia one of the most
populated regions on Earth.

The climate of Siberia varies dramatically. Worldwide, Siberia is well known pri-
marily for its long, harsh winters, with a January average temperature of —25 °C,
but it typically has short summers. On the north coast, north of the Arctic Circle,
there is a very short (about one-month-long) summer. The landscape of Siberia is
like nothing else on earth; it has been called the last great wilderness. It covers
nearly 10% of the world’s land surface. The landscape falls mostly into three dif-
ferent categories of vegetation. The first is the smallest and is the tundra, the frozen
plain which fringes the Arctic Ocean and stretches inland for 320km.The second is
the largest area of all covering about a million square miles and known as the
‘taiga’, this is the evergreen coniferous forest dominated by firs, spruces, cedars,
pines and larches. The third region is the vast treeless grassland known by its old
Russian name of ‘steppe’. The Ob, the Lena, the Yenisei, the Amur are the longest
rivers in this area. A large number of various species of fish inhabit them.
Grayling, lenok, taimen, muksun are found in the clean, cold waters of these rivers.
Lake Baikal, known as the “Pearl of Siberia,” is 25 million years old and it is the
home to more than 2,000 endemic (meaning they are found nowhere else on Earth)
plants and animal species. Probably the most famous of these species is the nerpa,
the world's only exclusively freshwater seal. Other endemic species include the
oily, scaleless golomyanka fish and the omul, a white fish. More than 50 species of
fish live in Lake Baikal, according to Baikal World Web. Aquatic invertebrate
species include more than 100 species of flat worms, more than 700 species of an-
thropods (insects, arachnids and crustaceans) and more than 170 species of mol-
lusks. These invertebrates all help purify the water.
